JUNE 17, 2008 GOFAC MEETING NOTES:
(read in conjunction with the materials posted on the BIFMA website)

· GOFAC Environmental sub-committee – meets on same day as GOFAC in back-to-back meetings.  Need to appoint BIFMA representative to this sub-committee

· SERIES DEFINITION – please provide any comments/suggestions to Greg Rapier to table at subsequent GOFAC meetings

· Key to definition is interchangeability – can they connect to each & work together

· If using components from an alternate product line or universal product series only those components would be on the standing offer

· PROCUREMENT STRATEGY FOR DESKING

· Revise to remove the 2 options years – will be just a 2 year NMSO

· PWGSC to consider allowing a price list subject to a max price increase based on Stats Can industrial price index with computed discount for new PL

· Min install fee increased from $50 to $100

· For $25-150k segment – revise first bullet so that volume discounts can be increased or decreased on monthly basis so long as discount offered is never less than the original quote

· E-purchasing – PW will consider adding product attributes back into the selection criteria.  Industry to provide max of 5 suggested attributes with justification direct to Jill Biesenthal as soon as possible.  Please copy to Greg Rapier so I have for discussion in future meetings.
· PROCUREMENT STRATEGY FOR PANEL SYSTEMS

· NMSO to maintain installed base – this is sole source “negotiated” contract.  PW will invited vendors based on analysis of sales data.  If not invited vendor must present business case to justify inclusion

· call up limit was increased to $40k (max for sole source per Treasury Board).  Above this will required PWGSC to approve the procurement.  PW will investigate is separate $40k limits can be established – 1 for product and 1 for services

· Vendors must maintain current product testing to be eligible

· Change to firm prices for 24 months not 30 months with no option years

· If vendor receives NMSO for new installs any NMSO’s to maintain install base will be cancelled.  Cannot have both for the same product series

· PW will review the process for evaluation median pricing as excluding day-to-day category (<$25k) exposed the government to pricing abuses.

· Min install fee increased to $100

· In $25-400k category volume discounts can be increased or decreased monthly but can never be below discount originally quoted

· PW will investigate adding product criteria to e-purchasing and RVD’s – industry to provide feedback on max 5 attributes with justification.  Send direct to Jill Biesenthal and copy to Greg Rapier for discussion at future meetings

· Industry to review Purchase Description and provide comments/changes direct to Jill Biesenthal no later than July 15, 2008

· INAC – audits still ongoing.  No firms compliant at this point.  Key issue is how Audit Canada is interpreting PSABA requirement for aboriginal content
· 51% aboriginal ownership/control

· 33% aboriginal employees

· 33% of work performed by aboriginals

· This is the point at issue as Audit Canada measures based on salaries paid and does not give credit for profit margin on the business if it is not paid to the owner as salary

· INAC working to resolve this as their intent is not to put aboriginals out of business

· REPORTING OF SALES AGAINST NMSO’S – PW is currently reviewing sales reports to determine what information it requires from vendors each month.  Once this is established PW has agreed to investigate how this data is submitted each month.  Industry has suggested a standardized spreadsheet format with random audits of individual invoices to verify vendor compliance with the NMSO terms and conditions.
